I was not able to get MySQL 5.1 working on my machine,
but I was abe to get 6.0.8alpha runnning smooth.

I checked out the latest code in TRUNK 15953
pointed Apache to the files.

I ran tiki-install.php without problems except the following 3 SQL problems

which I suppose is due to MySQL version 6.0.8alpha

Those three queries also failed on mysql 5.5.9.
To fix them, the "(14)" needs to be removed after the timestamp field types. That syntax is no longer

allowed by Mysql.

My work around was to just run the corrected queries against the database myself.

I'm a bit desperate for help. [ am not clear on how to properly create these missing
tables in my tiki database, as I am not a db developer. Is there an update to the installer that correctly
creates these tables, or is doing it by hand the only option? If the latter, how do I tell what fields to
create in the tables? Does the error message list ALL the fields and properties that are supposed to
have been created in the tables?
